The undertone on tom drums was firm in the West with trading noted at higher trending price levels being delivered West from the Midwest
for mostly prompt domestic shipments. Demand good on tom drums in the West, balance of country light to fair for current shipments.
Offerings of tom drums ranged short to instances adequate for buyers’ needs. The undertone on thigh meat was mostly steady with
trading centered on frozen young hen thigh meat for domestic shipments. The trade sentiment on fresh tom breast meat was steady to
instances weak and fresh destrapped tenderloins steady to barely steady. The undertone on frozen tom breast meat was fully steady for
new production, steady at best for product +3 months age. The frozen destrapped tenderloin undertone was barely steady at best. Trading
centered on a fair volume of Grade a 4-8 lb. breasts 89 cents transferred in storage, balance light.
