Offerings of tom bulk parts were adequate to ample on drums and wings (both full-cuts and 2-joints), light to
adequate on necks. The thigh meat trade sentiment was steady to weak with only limited buyer interest noted. Offerings mixed. The export
market was active on frozen mechanically separated turkey 15-20% fat for January-February, 2004 shipments, balance slow.
