California Quarantine Noxious Weeds

In addition to the noxiousieed seeds listed above, the State of California plant quarantine laws
also regulate the sale of crop seed containing propagules of noxious weeds. The Federal Seed
Act does not enforce this provision of State law.

Firms shipping seed into California should obtain a copy of both the California Plant Quarantine
and Seed Laws for guidance.
